This rarely stopped him emailing (we exchanged pictures of his office building where he worked back in the Sixties only a few
days ago - the council having decided to knock it down, prompting Brian to remember that when the staff first moved in it
almost fell down due to poor foundations), but | know he was fed-up that hospital visits prevented him from doing more to
promote the book.

As a lot of Brian's friends and contacts will be on this mailing list, it seemed the best way to pass on the sad news. We will also
put a note on the web site. | am in touch with members of Brian's family and if we hear about a service or memorial will let
people know. | was literally hours away from sending a regular newsletter out, but will now do that in the new year.

Brian's photographs will of course stand
as a testament to his lifelong enthusiasm for the music and musicians, a remarkable depth of knowledge and that undoubted
skill as 'the fan with a camera'. Maybe even more important was his personable nature which helped him gain access to so
many conceris in the first place, and made him so many good friends across the years.
